It currently serves 661 public 

educational entities, representing 3.1 million students, and has 

total revenues estimated at $12.3 million for the current fiscal 

year. 

ASCIP provides property, liability, workers’ compensation 

and health benefits coverage to school districts and colleges 

throughout the state. Founded in 1980, the joint powers 

authority currently has 174 members with total estimated 

revenues of $181.8 million for the 2011/2012 year.
